· This word ‘chosen’ here, it the Greek word eklekton (ek-lek-to'n) = elected
· It translates as “to pick out.” 

1Peter 1:1-2 NIV
1 To God's elect… 2 who have been chosen according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through the sanctifying work of the Spirit, for obedience to Jesus Christ and sprinkling by his blood: Grace and peace be yours in abundance. 


· Do you know what Grace is… it’s the Greek word CHARIS which means “underserved favour.”

They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 47 praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved.
